Your Horse 
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6 Step Hot-Towel Stain Removal Technique 

By Christine Barakat with Melinda Freckleton, DVM 

 

It’s the morning of a clinic with a big-name trainer and your horse greets 

you with a bright green manure stain on his rump. It’s too cold to bathe him, but 

you can’t show up like this. It’s time to try hot toweling---a time-tested grooming 

technique that can produce bath-like results, even in the dead of winter.  

Here’s a quick how-to: 

1. Gather a clean bucket, electric teakettle, rubber dish-washing gloves 

and a stack of clean towels. Smaller, hand-size or dish towels make the process 

a bit easier than using bath or beach towels. 

2. Mix boiling water from the kettle with water from the tap to fill the 

bucket with water so hot that you can just stand to put your gloved hand into it. 

3. Dunk the entire clean towel (or a section of it if you are using a large 

towel) into the hot water. 

4. Wring the towel thoroughly to remove as much of the water as you can. 

5. Before the towel cools down, briskly rub the stain on your horse. Stop 

rubbing once the towel stops steaming. 

6. Dunk the entire towel again, or a new section of the large towel, and 

repeat steps 4 and 5 until the stain is gone. 

The moist heat and rubbing action of the towel will help lift the stain out, 

but the quick evaporation of the water will keep the horse from becoming 

soaked or chilled. If you will be hot toweling a large section of your horse, cover 

the cleaned section with a cooler as you work. Avoid brushing damp areas with 

a dirty brush or you will just push dirt off the brush back onto your clean horse.

1. Apply to the IaDCTA board at least 60 days prior to the show and pay the $45 recognition fee for each schooling show 

and/or the $75 fee for each rated show.  These fees are applicable to each show and include a full-page show bill for each 

show in the IaDCTA Collection and email blast to club members. 

2. When separate shows are held on consecutive days a separate recognition fee is required for each show. 

3. In order for the show bill to be included in the IaDCTA Collection, the show bill must be submitted to the editor no later 

than the 25th day of the month prior to the event. 

4. Use a USDF “L” judge or higher at any completion where dressage is offered.  For combined test or horse trial with no 

separate dressage division judges approved in advance by the IaDCTA board may be utilized. 

5. USEF, USDF, USPC, USEA or WDAA tests must be used. 

6. Correct tack must be used in accordance with the above organization’s rules. 

7. Limit/Vintage riders must declare Limit/Vintage on the entry form and follow the definition in the IaDCTA Handbook. 

8. A protective ASTM/SEI approved hard hat with chin harness must be worn when mounted.  Proper attire is encouraged.  

Braiding is encouraged. 

9. Meet the minimum standards in conducting the competition: 

a. Use a regular size dressage arena, either 20x40 meters or 20x60 meters.  Slight modifications to fit available 

space are allowed per USEF rules. 

b. The arena must be marked with regulation letters and all sides of the arena marked with poles or boards. 

c. Jump courses must be safe and well designed, with a course walk allowed during the competition. 

10. Ride times must be sent to all competitors no later than Thursday the week of the show. 

11. The Competition Manager must submit the volunteer hours and the show results, including individual scores, to the 

Awards committee within one week of the competition’s conclusion.  The volunteer hours and the show results will be 

published in the Collection and/or on the website. 

12. To be eligible for 2017 IaDCTA Year-End Awards, all shows must be scheduled before October 30th and meet judging and 

eligibility standards.

The Betsy Coester Fund Grant program was established in memory of Betsy Coester - one of Iowa’s most 
prominent and well-respected equestrians. Betsy was dedicated to helping people learn more about dressage 
and eventing. The grant is funded by donations from members and sponsors.  The Betsy Coester Fund 
provides financial support to members to help further their dressage education.  The grant has typically been 
given to cover tuition costs for clinics, workshops or other educational opportunities.  
 

Grant guidelines: 
1) To apply for a Betsy Coester Fund grant, a member must complete the grant application form in its 
entirety, including the accompanying essay. 
2) The application must be received prior to the Board meeting preceding the event for which the grant is 
being requested. Awards will not be given retroactively for past events. 
3) The number of Awards given in a particular year will depend on the level of funds available in the Betsy 
Coester Fund. 
4) Awards will be an amount to cover tuition for up to one half of the cost of a clinic ride, work shop or other 
educational event with no single award exceeding $100. 
5) All IaDCTA members are eligible to receive an award. 
6) No member shall receive an award in consecutive years. 
7) Current members not meeting the minimum volunteer requirement for the previous year will not be 
considered for a grant.   
8) Members must be in their second year of membership prior to being considered. 
9) Grant recipients are REQUIRED to submit an article for the Collection newsletter about the event for which 
the grant was given. The grant money will not be given until this requirement has been fulfilled. 
 
After reviewing each grant application, the IaDCTA Board of Directors decides if and for what amount a 
particular grant will be given, and will notify the applicant following its decision.  The BOD will consider the 
following criteria in making its decision: 
 

 Prior support of club events such as clinics, competitions, board meetings and other venues 

 Volunteer commitment in the past/present years 

 Number of members applying for a given program/clinic 

 Funds available in the Betsy Coester Grant fund 

 Previously awarded grants to an applicant

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Combined Training 

 

Combined Training Horse of the Year Award: 

 Scores must be from USEA or USDF dressage score sheets which are current at the time 

of the competition. 

 Placings will be determined by the horse/rider combination with the lowest combined 

scores using penalty points from dressage and stadium. 

 Rider is responsible to keep track and provide proof of their scores and penalty points 

for each competition (only penalty points from Dressage and Stadium are required). If it 

is a USEA event, a picture or print out of scores from individual phases will be needed 

from the event. 

 Rider is responsible for completing the High Point Award Form and submitting it to the 

awards committee before the 6th of October of the current show year. A copy of the 

score sheets with dressage and stadium penalty points will be required. 

 To qualify for Combined Training Horse of the Year you will need three scores. Two 

scores must be from an IaDCTA recognized show. The third can be from either a USEA 

recognized event or IaDCTA recognized show. 

 Scores earned in Championship classes are not eligible for year-end awards. However, 

scores from Opportunity/schooling show classes at the Championship show are eligible. 

 

Combined Training Championships 

To qualify for the Combined Test Championships: 

 Each horse/rider MUST have 3 scores from the given level under two different judges 

and from three different competitions (2 from an IaDCTA competition and 1 from either 

an IaDCTA or an USEA recognized competition. 

 Results from 2 or 3 phase test will be recorded together, only counting penalty points 

from dressage and stadium in a 3 phase event. 

Combined test championships will be offered at the following levels: 

 Starter (Pre-beginner novice), Beginner Novice, Novice, Training, and Preliminary 

Levels will be divided into: 

 Open 

 Adult Amateur 

 Junior/Young Rider
